INTRODUCTION

The third Pacific 3D Championships is to be held at the Massey Archery Club over the weekend of August 8 th and 9th 2009. 
This event has been organised by IBO New Zealand in conjunction with the Australian 3D Archery body, 3D AAA It follows 
the inaugural event held in NZ in 2007 and the successful Australian hosting in 2008. 

Once again this event is being hosted by the Massey Archery Club but in future years where New Zealand is to host it is 
anticipated it will be held in conjunction with the IBO NZ Nationals.

FORMAT 

The event will consist of two standard 20 target IBO courses shot each day. Pegs will be changed overnight and courses 
refreshed as much as is practical.

PRE REGISTRATIONS

Yes. No registrations will be taken on the day  Registrations must be received by 5pm 5th August 2009 else they will not be 
accepted.

TEAM COMPETITION

An aspect of the tournament will be the international team competition. The teams will be made up of the top archers in the 
various divisions but will be matched in number. This means that if for example Australia has no female sighted archer then 
New Zealand will not be able to have a sighted female in their team.  The proposed New Zealand team will be selected by 
the IBO NZ organising team.
